Teaching in 

the Faculties of Arts, Science, Commerce, 

and Law were being done in the Canning 

College and teaching in the Faculty of 

Medicine in the King George's Medical Col-

lege and Hospital. The Canning College 

was handed over to the University on July 

1, 1922. Since then the University is put-

ting all its efforts to achieve new heights of 

excellence and as a result today it has 

been included in the list of well reputed 

Universities of India . 

 

THE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION  

The teaching of Education as a subject 

leading to one year B.Ed.Sc degree was 

first introduced in the University of 

Lucknow as early as in 1944 in the Depart-

ment of Philosophy. The Department of 

Education was subsequently established in 

the Faculty of Arts in the year 1953 with 

Prof. R.B. Mathur as its Head, which later 

acquired the status of an independent fac-

ulty in 1978 with Dr. S.N. Jha as its first 

Dean, Since then the Department has not 

looked back and can boast of some im-

pressive achievements. Department of 

Education in Uttar Pradesh, was conferred 

the status of an Institute of Advanced 

Studies in Education (IASE) by the Central 

Ministry of Human Resources Development 

in 1994. The Department of Education, 

University of Lucknow has been provided 

financial assistance for duration of five 

years under SAP from the year 2004 to 

2009.
